ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to explore Russia’s 2000 presidential
elections through Kremlin politics approach. It is attempted in this study
to answer the following question: what were the key factors that led to
Putin’s overwhelming victory in the elections? It is hypothesized in this
study that the key factors that led to Putin’s overwhelming victory in the
elections are the efforts made by the main-stream Kremlin forces
supporting Putin to win the support from the electorate by creating
through mass media an assertive, positive image under the favorable
situation created by the results of the December 1999 elections to the
State Duma. Here are some sub-propositions: (1) Putin’s overwhelming
victory is better attributed to his positive appeals: efforts to restore the
status of a great power and to reestablish a lawful social order; (2) The
domestic political ecological effects were favorable to Putin: including
the impact of the results of the December 1999 elections to the State
Duma, the unsuccessful attempt by the opposition camp to integrate their
forces and the Yeltsin effects; (3) A positive image is successfully created
by the mass media controlled by the pro-Putin financial oligarchs; and (4)
In the future, Putin’s new regime will concentrate on economic reforms
and will continue Yeltsin’s pragmatic, balanced foreign policy line, i.e., a
policy of maintaining a strategic partnership with China against the US
domination.
