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The Development of Campus New Words in Taiwan

Abstract This paper focuses on the followiné discussions: 1) The value of' research on
campus neologisms and methods of research. The metabolism process of Putonghua (Manda-
rin) vocabulary is becoming an important issue in Chinese language teaching for foreign peo-
ple. In Taiwan, young generation is strongly creative in the word generate, quite large pro-
portion of newborn vocabulary is derived from the campus currently. I investigated three uni-
versities of two hundred undergraduate and graduate students, recorded their daﬂy conversa-
tion, and carry on the fieldwork as a basis for my study material. Besides, I also visited sev-
eral language teachers who teach in elementary and junior high school to understand how
these new words spread through different media.

To research the change rules of new words, to observe how it operates,
the author of this paper proposes some personal views as the conclusion.
